FVC was one of five mid-sized choruses world-wide invited to 
participate in the Sweet Adelines International Harmony 
Classic Division AA Competition held on July 14, 2007 in San 
Antonio, TX.  Qualifying competitors were champions from 
the Sweet Adelines International 2006 Regional Competition, 
including choruses from Canada, New Zealand and the U.S.
